
Route 40 does not carry passengers whose trips are entirely within the City 
of Buffalo, south of Hertel.

Express service between Niagara Falls/Grand Island and downtown Buffalo is 
available on Route 60-Niagara Falls. All Route 60 trips originate at the 
Portage Road Transportation Center. All “A” trips serve the New Niagara 
Falls Transportation Center via Pine Ave. then continue I-190 South to Grand 
Island Blvd. All “B” trips continue to serve  passengers along Pine Ave., Hyde 
Park Blvd., Buffalo Ave., and Grand Island Blvd. See a Route 60 Timetable for 
schedule and route information.

Children four
and under ride free with an adult, limit three children per fare paying
adult.

To qualify for reduced fares, passengers must present approved ID:
Erie/Niagara County Complimentary Card, Metro Half-Fare Card or
Medicare Card.  Present when boarding your bus or when requested
on Metro Rail.

Transfers: Effective September 1, 2010 bus-to-bus transfers are
eliminated. Boarding fare or proof-of-payment is required each
time you board a bus or train. Transferring between buses and 
trains requires proof-of-payment: Monthly pass, Day pass, rail
ticket or bus-to-rail transfer. Free bus to rail transfers are only 
available from bus operators and are valid for transfer to Metro
Rail or #8 Main buses only.

Tokens: Tokens will not be sold after September 1, 2010.  Tokens
will continue to be accepted as fare payment through August 2013.

Metro Fareboxes accept  U.S. currency, Metro passes and Metro
tokens. Remember, bus and trolley operators do not make change.

         Please have your exact fare ready when boarding.

Metro Monthly Passes are valid for unlimited rides during  the
month of issue. Monthly passes are good throughout the system.  
They can be purchased at participating Tops, Dash's, Budwey’s, 
Wilson Farms and are available at Metro ticket  vending machines.

Metro Day Passes are valid on the service day of purchase (5 a.m. 
to 2 a.m.) and available at Metro ticket vending  machines or from
your bus operator.
